Jimbo Gibbons, the “Ringo” of McLennonSon, 
plays drums and provides vocals as well. Son of Arizona celeb 
Sandy Gibbons, Jimbo has played with many local favorites 
such as Dr. Bombay and The Overtones. A world class 

percussionist, Gibbons is featured on Smoot Mahooty’s recently 
released album playing tabla and has a self released album 
through Groove records. Steve Golba, the George Martin of the 
group, rounds out the musicians with masterful keyboards and 
orchestration.
